	Teacher Sensitivity: 

Indicators of Responsiveness and Student comfort were the highest rated within this dimension
	Frequent acknowledgement of emotions and individualized support “Nick doesn’t like the space song” and “So glad you were able to join us Sarah, I know you miss Mama.” Children took risks and volunteered continually; asking q’s when they didn’t understand. This demonstrated a classroom in which ch. feel safe and supported so that learning can occur.

	Productivity: 

Indicators of Maximizing learning time and preparation were the highest rated in this dimension
	Consistent activities planned without loss of instructional time or disruptions. All materials, including the CD, which was queued up to the song you wanted, were ready and waiting for the ch.

	Quality of Feedback:

Attempts at scaffolding were present throughout my time within the classroom by both teachers, and evident in some peer to peer interactions. Additionally, there were frequent displays of Encouragement and Affirmation.
	Frequent support and assistance for ch. to have wait time to provide responses instead of giving the answer, “What sound does T. make?” and “Try turning that piece to fit it in.” Also noted   evidence of peer to peer support, including two children working together to build with blocks, one girl helping a younger student keep his pieces up. Evidence of encouragement related to the scaffolding kept ch. engaged without frustration.

	Language Modeling:

Multiple instances of Extensions and Repetitions were noted. Behavior markers of Open-ended questions were  evident throughout with six “how’ and “why do think..” questions given teacher responses rather than child responses .
	

	Instructional Learning Formats: 

Variety of Modalities and Materials- consistent lecture style teaching present in both small group and large group, with only markers and a coloring sheet in small group. 
	I will incorporate in my lesson plans 3 different kinds of props or movements within each of my large group times to increase children’s interest for focused attention.

	Concept Development: 

Closed ended questions, rather than How and Why questions, under “Analysis and Reasoning” were the hallmark of my observations.
